Cuypershuis 
Cuypershuis is the museum about the architect/designer 
Pierre Cuypers (1827-1921) from Roermond, and makes 
connections between architecture and contemporary 
interior design. Cuypershuis is open Tuesday through 
Sunday from 11am to 4.30pm. The museum is closed on 
Mondays, and also on January 1st, Carnival Sunday, 
Monday, and Tuesday, Good Friday, Easter Sunday, the 
Pentecost, and on December 25th and 26th. Admission 
prices: Adults € 6,00 Children 7-18 € 4,00.  
 

Sint-Christoffelkathedraal 
The St Christopher's Cathedral dates back to the year 1410 
and is definitely worth a visit! Open daily to visit from 
2pm-5pm, except for 1st January and 5th May.
